Mr. Costello stated that Messer's
committee on vacancies acted with
all possible speed, naming Mr.

Cheney. Mr. Costello said there
was no attempt at fraud or irregu-
larity that Messer's committee act-
ed in fairness and within its rights
to name a successor to Messer.

County Attorney James S. Drake
